1. Medical requirements for all the above types of rating:
From 1 March 2003 DVLA Group 2 medicals signed by ones GP are due on the following birthdays: - 45, 50, 55, 60, 65, 66, 67, 68, 69 and then JAR Class 2 from aged 70 onwards.  Professional instructors (paid for a continuous period of 12 weeks or more instruction) need a JAR Class 2 Medical.  In all cases a higher medical is acceptable, for example if a JAR Class 2 is held there is no need to get a DVLA Group1.
2. Renewal

All these ratings are all valid until 31 December each year and are renewable by completing a renewal form that shows that the above requirements have been met.  Instructor ratings not renewed by 31 December can only be renewed by a Regional Examiner.

The CFI's recommendation is required for renewal.

3. Check flights must be flown with the CFI or a nominated Deputy.

4. The above requirements apply to both Club and privately owned two seaters.

5. Pilots must be in current practice on site, type of glider and method of launch.

6. Concessions on the above requirements may only be granted by the CFI.
