Pre-Solo Course 23rd-27th April 2007
Irrespective of whether you are starting from scratch, or think you are getting to grips with it, 5 consecutive days of flying makes a difference.  Consistency and tempo being key factors.  Consistency allows an instructor to monitor improvement more closely than the traditional ‘weekend’ flying, whilst a high tempo reduces the need to ‘re-learn’ skills lost through not flying.
Even when flying was not possible at Nympsfield opportunities were taken to spend time in the classroom (theory is important and should not be missed), and to visit and fly at Aston Down, seeing how a different site operates being a great learning opportunity.

This course saw 2 people receiving 1 to 1 instruction from Don and Gavin.  Flying between 4 and 8 times a day progress was rapid.  In my case, allowing solo flight (a really great feeling), and later an introduction to my first single-seater, the K8b (another really great sensation).  I promise that sitting in a new aircraft with no room for someone to offer advice in the air (full briefings obviously provided before hand) is a strange feeling.

Final comment, if you want to progress faster, consider a course and get flying!
