Field Selection Flight

The flying followed a short review of the decision-making involved in field landings. After take off, initial familiarization with the controls, and height gain, course was set towards Bath and well into unfamiliar territory.

Half a dozen or more simulated field landings followed in different types of terrain, with James taking control each time before round- out. One 'landing' was made below the Nympsfield ridge; a salutary reminder of the numerous wires, masts and poles in the area!

The whole exercise was challenging and instructional; and essential to further progress.
