It is hard to imagine why a teacher might require his pupils to sit the final examination paper before the course started – but for the Solo to Bronze course held April 30 to May 4, surprisingly, it worked quite well.

Despite the trauma of regular exam re-sits, random launch failures and routinely enforced spinning /recovery, this wide ranging course was both extremely informative and good fun.  

The early starts had gliders at the launch point before 0900 hrs each day and the classroom training and flying exercises which followed were interspersed with power naps (for Bill) and sausage sandwiches (for both of us).  Even when it was not particularly good for flying the field work continued with field selection discussions from the viewpoint at Coaley Peak.
